Developmental scientists have deter-
mined that there are specific time periods, or “windows of opportunity,” during which a child's brain is
primed to acquire particular new skills. Presenting the right activities at the right time can help a child build
these critical skills more easily. It's also important for children to practice their new skills, as this strengthens
the neural pathways (“wiring") that have been formed in the child’s brain.
